
Utilities to Give Public Briefings on Readiness  
for 2021 Public Safety Power Shutoffs 
In response to a directive by the California 

Public Utilities Commission (CPUC), the 
state’s investor-owned utilities will provide 
public briefings on their readiness for Public 
Safety Power Shutoff (PSPS) events in 2021. 

The CPUC has taken a number of actions 
to hold utilities accountable for safely 
implementing PSPS events, which electric 
utilities are to utilize as a tool of last resort 
to mitigate the risk of wildfire. At the brief-
ings, the CPUC will be joined on the virtual 
dais by leaders from the California Gov-
ernor’s Office of Emergency Services (Cal 
OES) and the California Department of 
Fire and Forestry Protection (CAL FIRE). 

At the briefings, the utilities will provide 
information about all aspects of their prepa-
ration for PSPS events and answer questions 
from the CPUC, Cal OES, and CALFIRE. 
There will also be opportunity for public 
comment. The briefings, available via re-
mote access, will take place as follows:

The CPUC oversees the utilities’ execution 
of PSPS events and has been driving im-
provements in the following areas as the 
utilities prepare for 2021 PSPS events: 
notifications; support to medical baseline/
access and functional needs; community 
resource centers; coordination with tribal 
communities; and steps to minimize the 
scope of PSPS events.

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The CPUC’s Utility Supplier Diversity Program helps to ensure 
that a fair proportion of procurement spending by the state’s 

investor-owned utilities is with businesses from historically disad-
vantaged groups for a more equitable representation in California’s 
competitive and vibrant economy. 

The CPUC’s Utility Supplier Diversity Program requires certain 
utilities to develop programs, plans, and targets for increasing pro-
curement from women-, minority-, disabled veteran-, and gay, 
lesbian, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT)-owned businesses (col-
lectively called diverse businesses) in all categories of goods and 
services. To verify a business’s diverse status and to assist utilities 
in identifying diverse businesses, the Utility Supplier Diversity 
Program oversees a Supplier Clearinghouse that certifies businesses 
and maintains a database.

In 2019, the CPUC adopted an Environmental and Social Justice 
(ESJ) Action Plan to identify ways to address health and safety, con-
sumer protection, and enforcement concerns across all of the sectors 
the CPUC regulates, which includes energy, telecommunications, 
water, railroads, and transportation companies. The ESJ Action 
Plan outlines a comprehensive mission and operating framework 
with which the CPUC should address ESJ issues, consisting of nine 
overarching goals and actions to advance each of the goals. 

Goal seven of the ESJ Action Plan aims to promote economic 
and workforce development opportunities in ESJ communities, 
which are comprised of communities that are underrepresented and 
predominantly people of color or low-income. For more than 30 
years, the Utility Supplier Diversity Program has been promoting 
and improving economic opportunities for diverse businesses by 

diversifying utilities’ procurement activities. As such, it is one of 
the CPUC’s ideal programs to utilize to extend economic benefits 
for ESJ communities. The CPUC’s Utility Supplier Diversity staff 
recently analyzed the existing landscape to quantify and understand 
the utilities’ diverse procurement spend in and engagement of ESJ 
communities by looking at utilities’ 2019 diverse businesses data, 
outreach activities, and business development programs.

The analyses show that participating utilities procured an average of 
47.5 percent of their procurement from diverse businesses located in 
ESJ communities. Specifically, the energy utilities’ diverse spend in 
ESJ communities was 49 percent; telecommunications companies’ 
diverse spend was 41.7 percent; and water utilities’ diverse spend was 
51.7 percent. Diverse business inclusion creates job opportunities 
and supports communities, contributing to California’s economy. 

Based on the Supplier Clearinghouse records, more than 40 percent 
of the certified diverse businesses in its database have addresses 
located in ESJ communities. These diverse businesses have an op-
portunity to participate in utilities’ supplier diversity programs and 
other small business resources.	

The staff analysis shows an optimistic baseline to pursue economic 
opportunities and increase inclusion of ESJ communities in utilities’ 
supplier diversity programs. Moving forward, the CPUC’s Utility 
Supplier Diversity Program will continue to encourage and work 
with the utilities to develop procurement strategies and metrics to 
advance economic growth and access to contracting opportunities 
for ESJ communities. ■
