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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In 2017, EVgo Services LLC (EVgo)—formerly NRG EV Services LLC—executed the fifth year of
the NRG Energy (NRG) investment in California electric vehicle (EV) charging infrastructure in
accordance with the 2012 settlement agreement (the Agreement) between the California Public Utilities
Commission (CPUC) and certain NRG-affiliated entities. While NRG remains the obligated party,
EVgo is executing the implementation of the Agreement as a service provider. This report summarizes
execution progress, discusses challenges, describes EV charging infrastructure utilization trends, and
expounds on lessons learned from operating the largest public fast-charging network in the nation.

As of the Reporting Date, EVgo had 200 qualifying Freedom Stations in operation, with 21 percent in
qualifying low-income areas. 6,858 level-two make-ready “stubs” had been built or contracted with
30% installed in sites with deed-restricted low-income housing. Once built, these stubs would nearly
completely fulfill the make-ready obligation. The progress on make-ready installation represents a
38% growth rate over 2016. Site host partners include EV charging manufacturers, community
organizations, state colleges, nonprofit hospitals, cities, and affordable housing providers.

The distribution of Freedom Stations sites across California now enables drivers to travel throughout
every region in the Agreement -- both urban and rural areas, upper- and lower-income communities.
Utilization rates at existing sites have grown an average of 33% per quarter since inception.

EVgo conducted research and analysis to improve station operations and the fast-charging experience
in California. A collaborative research effort with UC Davis and the International Council of Clean
Technology (ICCT) to gather empirical data on drivers’ charging behaviors and preferences was
finalized, culminating in the release of the “Survey and Data Observations on Consumer Motivations
to DC Fast Charging” paper at EVS20 in Stuttgart, Germany and a corresponding blog post on EV
driver behavior. With Rocky Mountain Institute (RMI), EVgo also completed a study of Freedom
Station utilization profiles by station type in order to forecast grid impacts of future EV adoption
scenarios and participated in the “EVs and the Grid” RMI eLab accelerator.

All three Technology Demonstration Program projects of the Agreement—the Stationary Storage Plus
Electric Charging, EV Storage Accelerator, and Extreme DC Charging Station Demonstration—made
progress in 2017 towards toward completing all their objectives and will conclude in 2018.

On February 22, 2017, NRG and the CPUC entered into a Second Amendment to the Agreement. The
principal changes set forth include extending the operating period commitment for the Freedom
Stations to December 5, 2020, modifying make-ready commitments, and introducing a commitment to
install High Power Charging Plazas (HPCPs).

In 2018, EVgo expects to increase total Freedom Stations in operation from 200 with an additional 20
to finish meeting regional targets and to allocate funding from the Freedom Stations Savings Event.
EVgo continues to make progress toward deploying at least ten High Power Charging Plazas to
California’s densest multi-family residential communities. Make-readies will be completely
constructed.

Proposals for $4 million in Opportunity Program funds were approved by the CPUC in 2017. The
Green Raiteros Pilot project, based in Huron, CA, will build on an existing grassroots ridesharing



program among retirees (“raiteros”) and will expand access to carbon-free mobility in the Central
Valley by strategically and sustainably introducing EVs for raiteros. The second project, Electric
Access Charging Hub (EACH) pilot, approved in February 2017, will provide EV-charging hubs in
low-income communities for carsharing services.

As of January 31%, 2018, NRG Energy had spent over $73.2 million toward the obligations in the
Agreement, and an estimated $8.5 million more has been committed.

INSTALLATION OF PUBLIC EV CHARGING STATIONS (FREEDOM STATIONS)

Commitment

The largest commitment in the Agreement requires NRG to spend $50.5 million on installing at least
200 public fast charging stations (called Freedom Stations). The key features of each station are at
least one, but in most cases two, 50 kKW fast chargers. At least 20 percent of stations must be placed in
neighborhoods, or Public Use Microdata Areas (PUMAS), falling into the lowest third of income
distribution for that region. These sites support the two main types of non-proprietary fast charging
technology connector standards—SAE combo (CCS) and CHAdeMo. EVgo’s fleet of CCS chargers
represents the largest known deployment in the world.

The Freedom Station commitments are intended to establish a deliberately planned, well-distributed
network of stations in each region of California. The Agreement anticipates fully-funded capital costs
and an operating commitment by NRG to ensure reliable and consistent network operations and provide
drivers with range confidence.

Status and Assessment

During Year 5 of the Agreement, EVgo completed construction on 39 additional Freedom Station
installations, meeting the requirement for 200 completed sites. Although the principal target has been
achieved, there are still two regional targets to be met in San Diego and Los Angeles. As of December
5, 2017 (the Reporting Date), an additional 8 sites were under development that will in part contribute
to meeting all regional targets and building sites beyond the 200 originally agreed upon as part of the
Freedom Station Savings Event.

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Geographic Distribution

The Agreement requires a minimum number of Freedom Stations in each of four geographic regions.
As shown in Table 2 below, the minimum Freedom Station count has been fully met or exceeded in
the SF Bay Area and the San Joaquin Valley. The current exceedance of seventeen sites in the SF Bay
Area will contribute to meeting the requirements of the anticipated Freedom Station Savings Event.

The strategic distribution of Freedom Stations sites across California—in both urban and rural
locations—enables drivers to travel throughout every region in the Agreement, including lower-income
communities. Appendix A provides more detailed regional maps of all Freedom Station sites in
operation and in development by reporting period end (12/5/17).

Site Utilization

To create a fully-integrated interregional network of EV fast-charging across California in locations
that meet EVgo’s high standards for accessibility, safety, and convenience, Freedom Stations are
developed in a wide range of different site types and locations. There are many factors about a site that
contribute to its utilization, including EV sales in the region, local population demographics, proximity
to amenities, and proximity to major freeways. Therefore, to provide state-wide coverage, a wide range
of station daily charging frequencies is expected. For example, at the end of 2017, EVgo California
Freedom Station site utilization ranged from 1 session/day to 66 sessions/day. Generally speaking, sites
in higher density urban areas have higher utilization, and sites in more sparsely populated or rural areas
have lower utilization.

Site Utilization by Geography

The heat maps provided in Appendix A illustrate site utilization variation. These maps show average
daily DC fast-charger sessions at settlement Freedom Stations throughout November 2017—the last
full month of this analysis period. Figure 2 summarizes the utilization for the total number of stations
in each region. All of the settlement Freedom Stations with very high (>32 sessions/day) and high (16-
32 sessions/day) utilization are located in the San Francisco, Los Angeles, and San Diego areas. The
majority of sites in San Diego (60%) experience medium (8-16 sessions/day) utilization, up from low
(4-8 session/day) in November 2016. San Joaquin Valley sites currently experience medium (8-16
sessions/day), low (4-8 sessions/day), and very low (<4 sessions/day) utilization.

As shown in Figure 3, average station utilization varies significantly between the four settlement
regions, with over three times greater utilization in the San Francisco Area (average of 14 sessions per
site per day) than in the San Joaquin Valley (average of 4 sessions per site per day).

Site Acquisition and Permitting Details

Development of a Freedom Station begins with identifying a quality site for drivers. The next step is
acquiring an agreement from the property owner and/or tenants to allow EVgo to install the Freedom
Station. The standards for Freedom Station site selection require that it be on a major thoroughfare
(typically less than half a mile from a highway), have good visibility and lighting, and an excellent
retail/amenity opportunity so drivers have something to do while charging. Inherently, these standards
reduce the universe of potential locations in order to create a high quality, open, and accessible network
for drivers. In contrast to past public programs without such standards, the network developed under
the Agreement is expected to facilitate higher utilization and increased demand for electric vehicles.

Low-Income Public Use Microdata Areas “PUMA” Details

In each geographic region, NRG is required to install 20 percent of the Freedom Stations in Public Use
Microdata Areas (PUMAS) where the median income is in the lowest third of all PUMASs in the region.

Forty-two of the 200 installed Freedom Stations are located in low-income PUMASs: 16 in the San
Francisco Bay Area, 18 in the Los Angeles Basin, 4 in San Diego County, and 4 in the San Joaquin
Valley. They represent 21% of all installed sites, exceeding the goal of 20% in this category.

Assessing Freedom Station distribution by income classification of PUMAS is a device that CPUC and
NRG developed for the Agreement because no other standards existed at the time. Since then, the
Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment (OEHHA), on behalf of the California
Environmental Protection Agency (CalEPA), developed the California Communities Environmental
Health Screening Tool (CalEnviroScreen). CalEnviroScreen is a screening methodology that can be
used to help identify California communities that are disproportionately burdened by multiple sources
of pollution. CalEPA has used the tool to designate California communities as disadvantaged pursuant
to Senate Bill 535.

Applying CalEnviroScreen to the Freedom Station distribution for information purposes, shows nearly
the same number of qualifying sites (43 out of 200), but with a slightly different distribution than the
PUMA communities. The results are presented in Table 3 below. NRG and EVgo will continue to
assess the distribution by this standard in coming reports to align the state’s environmental justice
standards with the settlement infrastructure.

Payment Upgrades Rollout Status

All chargers at Freedom Stations accept credit cards via a swipe-card reader. Additional payment
mechanisms include RFID cards for EVgo, EZ Charge, BMW ChargeNow, Kia Charge Up, EZ
Charge, and Kia Charge Up cards are compatible with chargers networked by EVgo, Greenlots, Blink,
and AeroVironment. BMW ChargeNow cards also access chargers networked by Chargepoint. In
October 2017, EVgo launched a free app for both Apple and Android that allows users to locate
charging stations, view account history, and initiate a charge, adding mobile payments to the list of
available payment options. Additionally, all EVgo stations are accessible via phone center with
customer service phone numbers printed on the stations. The call center staff have the ability to
remotely initiate a charging session, accept payment, and diagnose common problems at stations.

Pricing Update

In March 2018, EVgo launched a simplified pricing structure that delivers electricity at the same price
or less than gasoline and allowed for longer charging durations. The revamp focused on accessibility,
allowing members or walk-up users to simply download the EVgo app, add their credit card info, and
start charging their car. The new plans eliminate all set-up fees and early termination penalties,
allowing users to create an account in minutes and remain a customer for as long as they choose, risk-
free. Because drivers can enable a charge from the app, there is no need for an RFID card, and users
can start charging immediately. There are two main plans, the Membership Plan, which allows regular
users to receive preferential pricing, and the Pay-as-you-go Plan, optimized for drivers who want to
quickly access our chargers but will charge with less regularity, detailed in Table 4. One of the key
features of the Membership Plan is that the $9.99 monthly charge can be applied as a credit for the first
$9.99 worth of charging sessions, with per minute rates applied after that time. These plans also
introduce longer charging times to accommodate cars with larger batteries such as the Chevy Bolt.
Pricing has also been tailored regionally to reflect electricity costs in various markets, with one new
low rate for the state of California. The new pricing model offers three main improvements over
previous plans by providing a simple user experience when creating an account, offering more
affordable rates that are tailored to regional electricity prices, and anticipating the needs of the next
generation of EV drivers by offering longer dwell times.

Utility Interaction

A major challenge EVgo faces is the unpredictability and time-consuming utility design and
construction process. The 2016 year-end report highlighted the variability in the time required for a
utility application to be processed, approved, and work completed. We are pleased to report that PG&E
has made significant improvements to this process in initiating the EV Pilot, which aims to streamline
the process by assigning an account representative to each EV service provider, setting up dashboards
with site details and critical transformer information, and holding regularly scheduled calls. This new
pilot began in November 2017 and has been a success thus far, trimming several months off of multiple
projects. Several other Electric Vehicle Service Providers (EVSPSs) are participating in the pilot and
there is a consensus of industry-wide support. Given the early success of this program, EVgo would
like to hasten full implementation and supports the adoption of this type of program by other utilities.

Utility Tariffs

In 2017, EVgo collaborated with Rocky Mountain Institute (RMI) on multiple research projects,
participating in the EVs and the Grid eLab and sponsoring the “EVgo Fleet and Tariff Analysis”? report
released in March 2017. The eLab brought together industry leaders from utilities and EVSPs to discuss
the greatest challenges to developing financially viable business models, and agree upon mutually
beneficial solutions. RMI’s “EVgo Fleet and Tariff Analysis” report analyzed EVVgo charging session
data, assessing the viability of existing 10U rates for EV charging along with proposed rates under the
SB 350 Transportation Electrification plans.

The RMI study found that under current utility rates, demand charges in CA are responsible for as
much as 90% of the utility bill, and “are the primary reason why it is economically challenging to
operate public DCFC profitably in California.” The structure of the demand charge varies by utility,
and ranges from 70% to over 90% of the utility bill when the site is at 10% utilization, as illustrated in
Figure 4. Demand charges were designed for medium and large commercial customers with stable and
predictable load and relatively level load curves. DC Charging is inherently peaky, with high demand
in short bursts. RMI concluded that “EVgo’s network of chargers looks and behaves nothing like a
large commercial or industrial facility, but it’s being billed as if each location is a separate commercial
facility.” DC charging does not match the intended use case for demand charges and there may be a
better way to structure rates that account for cost recovery and better match the DC charging load
profile. The report goes on to recommend EV tariffs that base a majority of the charges on energy rather
than power, utilizing time-of-use tariffs to incent charging during times of low system demand.

Even outside of the context of the RMI eLab, utilities across the country are starting to implement more
EV-friendly rates to encourage private investment and sustainable operation of public charging. As part
of the SB350 Transportation Electrification proposals SDG&E introduced the Public Charging Grid
Integrated Rate which recovers most costs for generation, transmission, and distribution from
volumetric charges, which would average around $0.09/kWh. The rate also includes an Hourly Base
Rate to cover the portion of the distribution-related costs not recovered in the volumetric charge. While
the Hourly Base Rate would be less than the average demand charge in SDG&E today, this adder could
add as much as $5,000 per charger annually. Considering that most EVgo sites have at least two DC
chargers, this would add about $10,000 per site beyond the volumetric charge.

SCE proposed three new EV rates, all of which charge TOU volumetric charges and eliminate demand
charges for the first five years of the program, incrementally reintroducing demand over the next five
years. In this scenario, total charges are significantly lower than existing rates in years 1-5, but approach
existing costs by year 11.

PG&E is the only 10U that did not propose a new EV rate as part of their Transportation Electrification
plan, but has introduced A-10, which includes significant demand charges. Prior to Jan 2017, DC
charging fell into A-1-TOU or A-6 TOU, which had no demand charge component. The average cost
of electricity at EVgo metered sites in PGE in 2016 was $0.23/kWh. EVgo currently has one site on
the new tariff, A-10. In December 2017, the blended electricity rate was $0.53/kWh, representing a
230% increase over the average price the previous year despite having a lower volumetric rate. This
data point provides a clear example of how demand charges have a disproportionate and detrimental
impact on the utility bills paid by EVSPs. For reference, Figure 5 shows the average blended cost per
kWh in each utility at moderate levels of utilization. The demand charge for A-10 can be amortized



over a larger number of sessions to lower the per kWh rate, but still remains significantly higher than
historic rates.

While electricity costs for existing site configurations are high, it important to consider the feasibility
of rate structures that will apply to the next generation of charging infrastructure. Most of the sites built
under the Agreement have two 50 kW chargers and have an average monthly electricity bill that ranges
from $2,000 to $4,500 at 10% utilization. The next generation site will allow more cars to charge at a
faster rate, possibly with four 150 kW chargers at each location. At the same level of utilization
electricity costs would more than quadruple in all 10Us, as pictured in Figure 6.

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One strategy to consider is to eliminate demand charges until a pre-determined volumetric threshold
has been met. Duke Energy in Florida has a simple, elegant rate that introduces a demand charge when
the customer meets a certain threshold for energy delivered. The current threshold for applying a
demand charge is at 24,000 kWh per year, which amounts to about 6 sessions per day at a DC charging
site, or 5% utilization at a two-charger site. This type of rate structure has the potential to give the
EVSP awindow to recover costs from site installation while utilization ramps up, while proportionately
contributing to utility cost recovery.

UC Davis/ ICCT Study

EVgo partnered with University of California Davis (UCD) and The International Council on Clean
Transportation (ICCT) on the “Survey and Data Observations on Consumer Motivations to DC Fast
Charging” paper released in October 2017 at the EVS20 Symposium in Stuttgart, Germany and
associated ICCT blog post*. Researchers at UCD and ICCT analyzed DC charging session data from
238 sites in California and survey data from surveys placed at 40 of those sites. Their results uncover
new insights into driver behavior and detail the value of a DC charging network, including the finding
that “54% of respondents would have taken another vehicle (presumably a gasoline vehicle) if there
were no fast charging network.” In the race to decarbonize the transportation sector and meet the
emissions reductions goals outlined in SB 350 it is critical the miles driven in EVs are displacing gas-
powered miles, as the report suggests.

One of the most long-lasting decisions an EVSP will make is where to build infrastructure. Ideally
chargers will be placed in locations that are convenient for drivers and give them access to any
destination they may want to reach. The study found that heavy users primarily charge “within 6 miles
from home, a pattern like how gasoline stations are used.” The report goes on to state that only 10%
of sessions are “beyond the round-trip range”. These findings contradict the conventional wisdom that
there would be a heavy reliance on corridor chargers. While corridor charging is necessary to enable
long trips between metropolitan areas and close-to-home charging in rural communities, the study
suggests that most charging infrastructure should be placed in densely populated areas.

The on-site survey asked many questions regarding driver behavior and personal demographic
information. From the results they found that the frequency of DC charging was highly dependent on
housing type and income. When looking at the average number of charging sessions per month for a
given customer, most customers charged at a DC charger between 1-3 times per month. The heaviest
users however, are more likely to charge about 20 times per month, accounting for about 50-60% of
sessions. Of the customers surveyed, 61% of drivers lacked access to a home charger. Of “those with
no charger access at home, about 50% charge at a fast charger more than every other day,” with some
users charging as many as 80 times per month. Additionally, “lower income customers are less likely
to have access to charging and that fast charging provides a charging option outside the home.” This
suggests that providing DC charging can help address the issues of equitable access to charging and, in
many cases, will be a driver’s primary method of charging. As California looks to expand access to

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EVs for drivers across income levels and geographies, this survey suggests that public fast charging
remains critical to enabling EV adoption by a number of segments, including low-income Californians.

SHARED STATISTICAL USAGE DATA — FREEDOM STATIONS

This analysis covers all DCFC charging sessions that occurred at California CPUC settlement Freedom
Stations from December 6, 2016 through December 5, 2017.

High-Level Overview

High-level statistics of the charging activity from this time period are summarized in Table 5 and
Figure 7. For context, the emissions reductions enabled by California CPUC settlement Freedom
Stations throughout the 2017 reporting year, 5,034 MT CO.g, is equivalent to the emissions that result
from the electricity consumed by 792 US homes over one year.® Summary usage data for each charger
is attached as Appendix D-1. Raw data are separately provided to the CPUC in confidential Appendix
D-2. Figure 7 puts the 2017 settlement Freedom Station build-out in context of all settlement activity
by showing total installed settlement Freedom Stations by quarter since the first site went live in Q4
2013.

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DCFC Utilization

The EVgo network in California has seen tremendous utilization growth since the first full quarter of
Freedom Station operations (Q1 2014), as shown in Figure 9, with an average quarter-over-quarter
growth rate of 33%. Throughout the most recent analysis period in 2017, the total monthly usage
increased from 49,228 sessions in January 2017 to 53,432 sessions in November 2016, a 10% increase.
In July 2017 EVVgo migrated to a new backend system, Driivz. During the transition there was a 10-day
period of data loss which is reflected in the 2017 Q3 dip in Figure 12.

INSTALLATION OF MAKE READY STUBS AND MAKE READY ARRAYS

Commitment

The second largest commitment in the Agreement, at $40 million, is to install Level 2 (208V/240V)
EV charging infrastructure upgrades for multi-family communities and workplaces. Called a “make-
ready,” the infrastructure includes power (30A) delivered to each parking space with a universal “stub”
that can support any type of charging station (EVSE), but does not include the EVSE itself, which
would be funded by the rental community, workplace or driver. Outreach to mixed-income
communities and installation in public interest locations is required.

On February 22, 2017, NRG and the CPUC entered into a Second Amendment to the Agreement that
modified the make-ready stubs requirement and extended the installation period through December 5,
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2018. Up to $12.5M of the $40M Make-Readies Amount can be reallocated for NRG/EVgo to build at
least 10 “Charging Plazas”, bringing the Make-Ready stub target to 6,875 provided that all $12.5 M is
used to develop “Charging Plazas”.

Status and Assessment

At the Reporting Date, NRG had 6,858 Make-Ready Stubs under contract. Of these, 5,721 Make-Ready
Stubs have been installed at 657 sites, as set forth in Appendix C.

Figure 10 and Table 6 summarize Make Ready progress over Settlement Years 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5. As of
December 5, 2017, EVgo had 6,858 stubs either installed or under contract, with only 17 of the
committed stubs remaining. With just a handful of sites left to sign, EVgo expects to reach the target
of 6,875 in the coming months.

The Agreement contains distribution requirements for Make-Readies in terms of site types (multi-
family housing, workplace, and public interest) as well as geography, with additional discretion to meet
market demands. The distribution of Make-Ready Stubs is provided in Tables 7 and 8 below. As of
December 5, 2017, the percentage of total stubs (under contract and installed) and stubs installed meets
the Agreement distribution requirements of at least 15%, 35% and 10% of stubs respectively for Work



Place, Multi Family and Public Interest.® The Agreement requires that 60% of all stubs be distributed
based on Freedom Station location geography.*®

Disadvantaged Community Outreach

NRG and EVgo have had particular success reaching disadvantaged communities with this program.
For information purposes, CPUC staff requested an analysis of distribution based on the
CalEnviroScreen standard, which did not exist at the time the settlement was enacted. The distribution
is reported in Table 9 below.

® Work Place, Multi-family, and Public Interest stubs are required to account for 15%, 35%, and 10% accordingly of the
6,875 required stubs. With 3,166 Work Place stubs and 3,016 Multi-family stubs installed or under contract, these
requirements have been achieved in absolute terms.

10 Of these 4,125 stubs, 681 must be located in San Francisco, 1,361 in Los Angeles, 248 in San Diego, and 186 in San
Joaquin Valley. This portion of the Agreement has already been met in all four regions.

Another way to consider make-readies distribution to disadvantaged communities or residents is to
consider the percentage of multifamily properties (and stubs) that have deed-restricted housing units.
By this standard, illustrated in Table 10, the results look more beneficial. This is due in part to
inclusionary housing requirements in many California communities, where mixed-income housing in
single properties is a norm. Thus, residents of low-income housing units as measured by the median
income in the region have reasonable access to the stubs built in this program.

OTHER PROGRAMS

Technology Demonstration Program
Commitment

A third category in the Agreement requires NRG to invest $5 million in a Technology Demonstration
Program for the deployment, demonstration, and testing of EV technologies such as stationary battery
storage systems for charging, “extreme” high-power charging equipment, and a vehicle-to-grid
demonstration. These projects require collaboration with CPUC prior to authorization and are intended
to advance the state of the charging industry by bringing together partners, demonstrating new
technologies, and deploying technologies in the field for drivers to test and utilize.

Status and Assessment

Three projects comprise the Technology Demonstration Program and are summarized below, with
status updates and expected next steps.
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Stationary Storage Plus Electric Charging

Project Summary

The Stationary Storage Plus Electric Charging (or SSPEC) project will investigate how incorporating
stationary batteries with DC Level 3 electric vehicle (EV) charging infrastructure can reduce the cost
of developing, constructing, and operating public Fast Chargers without the use of incentives. The
project will do this by:

1. Deploying a test site with microgrid components, including battery storage, solar generation,
EV charging infrastructure, and control technology.

2. Running several tests with various configurations of devices at the SSPEC site.

3. Analyzing results from the SSPEC site and historical data from EVgo’s charging station
network to identify load profiles, deployment sites, and utility territories, which can benefit
most from backup batteries and/or generation on site.

Upon successful economic and operational demonstration, EVgo intends to commercialize these
technologies and integrate them into its broader Freedom Station rollout. Current rates incent
deployment of storage where there are high demand charges, whether or not the EVSE usage is
coincident with peak demand. EVSEs can be enablers to smooth the duck curve, but right now it is
more economical to deploy storage to draw LESS from the grid during peak solar generation in order
to avoid demand charges. Ultimately, EVgo believes that SSPEC will enable faster deployment of DC
Fast Chargers by both EVgo and third parties at a wider variety of locations, and for a lower total cost
of ownership to property owners and electric vehicle service providers alike.

Project Status

EVgo is now in Phase 111 of the SSPEC project, and has primarily focused on optimizing functionality
of the UCSD site, installing storage at existing sites, and identifying sites for commercial deployment.
This project was honored at the Energy Storage North America conference as a 2016 Innovation Award
Winner in the Mobility category for the work EVgo has done to foster the benefits of storage in the
transportation sector.

In Q2 Kisensum produced the Stationary Storage Plus Electric Charging (SSPEC) controller report,
detailing the controller’s functionalities, including managing complex sites with batteries and chargers
at multiple charging levels. EVgo has leveraged this report in the implementation of both Phase Il1
SSPEC sites and future EVgo sites with battery storage (report attached in Appendix D-1 as Appendix
A).

In Q4, EVgo ironed out remaining operational details at the SSPEC site in San Diego, and both built
and identified additional locations for battery storage. The automatic load management system (ALMS)
that had tripped sporadically since installation was removed in Q4 2017, greatly enhancing
functionality. Two of four chargers were turned off to avoid tripping caused by the ALMS, and will be
reenergized Q1 2018.

EVgo made progress on the first of two-additional battery storage pilot projects. The first installation
in Union City had already been mechanically and electrically installed, when BMW reached out to
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EVgo with an unexpected need to repair an internal battery component. The BMW battery component
repair is currently underway and EVgo expects to commission the site in May 2018. The second battery
storage pilot project location has been identified in Oceanside, California. The required energy storage
systems for the Oceanside location have been procured and are in storage awaiting installation.

The final piece of the SSPEC project will be the commercial deployment of new battery systems. In
2018 EVgo is planning to install battery systems at ten locations in California, with a focus on sites in
SDG&E where there is the most potential for demand mitigation. An initial five locations have been
identified as good prospects and EVgo has begun working with site hosts to retrofit existing electric
vehicle charging stations with energy storage.

EV Storage Accelerator (EVSA)

Project Summary

The EV Storage Accelerator (EVSA) aims to demonstrate vehicle-to-grid (V2G) technology as a low-
cost energy storage resource. The project will use nine vehicles for the demonstration, three Honda
Accord Plug-in Hybrid electric vehicles (PHEV) and six Nissan LEAF Plug-in electric vehicles (PEV).
The four primary goals of EVSA are:
1. Create a test environment for two major automakers, Nissan and Honda, to gain experience
with V2G technologies and prepare them for a further commitment to the technology
2. Advance product readiness for bidirectional inverters, including listing standards and product
certification
3. Identify use cases for V2G and test vehicles against those use cases
4. Inform public policy around the system, ratepayer and customer benefits of V2G

Project Status

The EVSA Project Team continued to work on executing the outlined use cases. The Interconnection
use case continued to take the most time and effort in Q4 2017 due to ongoing discussions with SDG&E
and UCSD regarding the challenges associated with: (1) interconnecting vehicles with on board
inverters and (2) meeting the new smart inverter requirements in California, as dictated by Electric
Rule 21. At the time of writing, discussions were ongoing between UCSD and SDG&E regarding
whether or not the assets under the EVSA project sited on the UCSD micro-grid needed interconnection
applications. The outcome of the discussions will dictate whether the project vehicles can execute bi-
directional energy flow or be limited to uni-directional smart charging.

The second use case, Transformer Upgrade Deferral, continued to move forward with site
modifications and technical implementation. However, without resolution on discussions between
UCSD and SDG&E mentioned above, the use case is on hold because both of the vehicles planned to
be used (Honda Accord PHEVs and Chrysler Pacifica PHEVS) have onboard inverters and therefore
fall outside of current interconnection frameworks available in California.

The third use case, Emergency Power Back-Up, was put on hold in Q4 to focus on pushing forward the
project-critical Interconnection use case.
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The Value of V2G use case continued to make progress in Q4. Princeton Power and Nuvve worked to
integrate the CA-10 units with the Nuvve aggregator. The integration, once complete, will allow the
stations to respond to signals from the aggregator and be simulated to follow CAISO’s frequency
regulation market signal. However, the ability to discharge will again be dictated by the outcome of the
Interconnection use case. The collection of data through Nuvve’s aggregator for at least 2 of the stations
is planned to commence before the end of December.

Charging Stations: The 5 Princeton Power Systems (PPS) stations located on the UCSD microgrid
(excluding Trade Street) achieved consistent operations in Q4 due to the ongoing troubleshooting
efforts of Princeton Power. The Trade Street station has not been in consistent operation due to the
need to complete an interconnection application with SDG&E. A key component of the application
was to UL-field list the PPS unit. This was completed in mid- October is and is currently being reviewed
by SDG&E. The unit sited at Scripps experienced significant damage due to a voltage spike but was
fixed in December and is now fully operational.

This program includes the purchase of six Nissan LEAFs and three Honda Accords to be used to test
advanced charger functionalities. Five out of the six Nissan LEAF vehicles are currently being
consistently driven by project participants. New drivers were recruited for Scripps and the Police
Department, and a sixth and final driver has been identified for the Trade Street location. The two
Honda Accords also have drivers assigned to them. The third Honda Accord will most likely not
participate in the project due to the barriers associated with interconnection of an on-board inverter.

Extreme High Power DC Charging Station

Project Summary

Automakers are increasing the range of EVs through increasing battery capacity. To maintain a
consistent customer/EV driver experience regarding charge duration and SOC (State of Charge)
completion percentage, DCFC infrastructure must increase the power dispensed. This project is
intended to bring auto OEMs, EVSEs and cable manufacturers together to demonstrate and facilitate
testing as well as develop standards and equipment. The project will do the following:
1. Deploy the first of its kind EVSE infrastructure capable of high power (300 + amps) of volts
direct current (VDC) power to EVSES on site
2. Test with auto OEMs and EVSE providers to allow for test bed and the development of
standards

Project Status

In 2017, EVgo installed the first 150 kW high-powered charging pedestal at its Lucky Fremont station.
At the time of installation ABB only had prototype dispenser pedestals available. EVgo has since
purchased a “production” high-power charge post capable of full specifications and EVgo will swap
out the prototype dispenser in Q2 2018. This EVSE is capable of charging vehicles with an operating
voltage range from 200-900+ VDC and is backwards compatible with existing (50 kW) EVs. Once the
Fremont station has ABB’s production charge post and Baker site is fully operational, EVgo will be
able to offer high-power testing (@ 150 kW) to OEMs and other partners for testing in northern and
southern California. Once this testing phase has been finalized and the chargers will be opened up to
the public.
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EVgo’s high-power charging station in Baker, CA underwent a geotechnical examination of the soil
which lead to substantial change orders on the project due to unsuitable and unstable soil conditions.
Sizable portions of the Baker site had to be dug down deeper than expected to have debris removed
and had to be built back up to satisfactory conditions to support canopy and equipment.

The unexpected soil conditions led to project delays as well as cost overruns and, although still within
budget, has made the station more expensive than originally expected. The difficulty surrounding the
soil conditions have been overcome and work is progressing. A retaining wall had to be constructed to
support the weight of the equipment enclosure at one end of the parking lot.

The solar canopy has been delivered to the site and erected. Conduit has been run from the equipment
enclosure to the solar canopy and ABB’s prototype 150 kW charger dispensers are on site. Purchase
orders have been placed for (3) of ABB’s production 150 kW charger dispensers and (2) of BTC’s 150
kW chargers. The ABB production dispensers and BTC 150 kW chargers are being built and will be
shipped and installed at the Baker high-power charging station in Q2 2018.

By February 2018 nearly all onsite construction at Baker was complete. Utility power connection is
expected in March 2018. We also expect to receive the final shipment of high-power charging
equipment in May and plan to have the station fully operational by June 2018 with all high-power
charging equipment installed.

High Power Charging Plazas
Commitment

As part of the Second Amendment, $12.5M of the $40M Make-Readies Amount was reallocated for
NRG/EVgo to build at least 10 “Charging Plazas”. Charging Plazas consist of at least 3 DC Fast
Chargers with the potential for larger and higher-power stations. These Charging Plazas will be located
in areas with higher concentrations of multi-family dwelling residents and meet other siting and
distribution requirements.

Project Status

EVgo began the site development process for HPCP and EACH by reaching out to our existing portfolio
hosts. EVgo quickly learned that in most cases, the amount of space required for these programs is too
much part with for retail hosts. This is especially true in the dense urban areas (high MDU ratio) that
this program mandates. Traditional Freedom Station (2x50 kW) installations usually only require 3-4
parking spaces at most. A High Power Installation requires as many as 8 parking spaces, plus another
400+ square feet for utility transformer and support equipment.

As such, EVgo turned attention towards cities and public agencies. These public entities have shown
more interest in larger installations given that there are ancillary benefits outside of revenue or
increased foot traffic: High Power Charging Stations solve the Multifamily EV Charging conundrum,
something that these cities and public agencies are very much interested in resolving. EVgo has built
strong relationships with cities and public agencies, and is well positioned to install HPCP and EACH
installations in areas that meet the requirements and intention of the programs.
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During this process, EVgo has learned that the typical sales cycle with public agencies is 18-24 months.
We have been very successful in expediting these processes, and we are well positioned to close the
requisite number of deals ahead of the typical public agency sales cycle timeline. Public agency deals
typically involve many more stakeholders, often from multiple different departments. In several cases,
EVgo has made progress with a city or agency over several months, only to have the agency discover
a roadblock several departments removed from that of our primary contacts. EVgo always works with
our public agency partners to identify possible redevelopment plans or other roadblocks that would
impact our sites, but on several occasions we have found ourselves months into our relationship before
we discover conflicting projects. For example, in Los Angeles we were recently informed that three
potential LADOT sites will be redeveloped for low income housing, and in San Jose we found that that
a set of right-of-way parking spaces will be reconfigured to accommodate a bike lane, which renders
the parking spaces logistically infeasible for EV Charging. We have made great progress in identifying
excellent sites with these partners, but the process of clearing a vast web of potential roadblocks can
be time consuming and labor intensive, both for EVgo and for our partners.

In some cases we are finding that cities and public agencies do not have the mechanisms in place to
allow for EV Charging on their properties, so these entities are creating new policies in order to
facilitate the installations. For example, The City of Sacramento created a “Demonstration Partnerships
Policy,” which allowed EVgo to execute an agreement to install a High Power Charging Plaza in the
right-of-way in downtown Sacramento. The City of San Jose has a similar policy, and is working to
justify that this type of project would fall under that policy. The City of Richmond is following
Sacramento’s lead, and is currently writing a policy similar to the Sacramento policy in order to allow
the EVgo agreement to move forward. CalTrans currently has a policy that prevents a third party vendor
from collecting revenues in their parking lots; as such, CalTrans is working to remedy this before they
can execute agreements for multiple sites with EVgo.

In short, while the sales cycle has proven longer than originally anticipated at the beginning of this
program, we are making significant progress compared with expected sales cycles for cities and public
agencies. The HPCP and EACH programs have been incredibly well received by many cities and public
agencies, and we continue to focus on identifying sites that would serve residents in high density
multifamily regions as well as low income and disadvantaged communities. Many of our city partners
are coordinating with each other to share best practices on how to streamline processes, and enable
HPCP / EACH installations in their cities. EVgo remains confident in our ability to complete highly
valuable installations with these partners.

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EV Opportunity Program

Commitment

The EV Opportunity Program under the Agreement consists of $4 million toward “...Enhancing the
appreciation of the social benefits of electric vehicles and creating opportunities for residents of under-
served communities to benefit from expanded use of electric vehicles.” More specifically, the EV
Opportunity Program Amount may be used to fund: a) the deployment of electric vehicle charging
infrastructure to support electric vehicle car-sharing projects, in particular in low-income areas within
the State of California, b) an EV job training program and c) other projects consistent with the
objectives of Section 4(d)(ii) of the Agreement.

Project Status
Green Raiteros

In Q4 of 2016, EVVgo submitted two proposals for the CPUC’s review. The first was the Green Raiteros
Pilot Project in partnership with the San Joaquin Valley Latino Environmental Advancement Project
(Valley LEAP) and the Fresno County Rural Transit Authority (FCRTA), the Shared Use Mobility
Center (SUMC), and West Hills Community College. The Green Raiteros Pilot will build on an
existing, grassroots ridesharing program — the Raiteros — and will help expand access to carbon-free
mobility in the Central Valley by strategically and sustainably introducing EVs to the Raiteros’
services. EVgo also worked with Valley LEAP to apply for the 11th Hour Project Just Transit
Challenge, a fund dedicated to reduce emissions while increasing equitable transportation options. This
funding was awarded in Q2 and will be used to acquire two 2017 Chevy Bolts for the Green Raiteros
Pilot Program.

To facilitate the Green Raiteros business model and recruit staff, Valley LEAP has established the
LEAP Institute, a 501(c)3 nonprofit focused on climate and economic justice. For the 18- month period
of support provided by EVgo’s settlement with the CPUC, the LEAP Institute will administer budget
items pertaining to staff hiring and business model development, establishing a sustainable business
plan that allows for ongoing funding and support from outside sources. Key staff from Raiteros and
Valley LEAP traveled to Watertown, NY, to further understand existing business practices surrounding
insurance models, vehicle ownership, grant solicitation, and software development from the VVolunteer
Transportation Center (VTC), an established rural ridesourcing organization. As a result of this trip,
the LEAP Institute has entered in a Memorandum of Understanding with VTC to utilize their existing
software to enhance the Raiteros’ ability to schedule and complete rides.

Throughout Q4, SUMC has continued to work toward completing a first draft business plan to be
reviewed by both Valley LEAP and EVgo. This plan culminates from a national best practices review
as well as a series of interviews with local stakeholders and existing Raiteros. It includes
recommendations on fleet ownership, reimbursement strategies, and insurance models, and is intended
to provide a roadmap for Green Raiteros to expand its existing service beyond EVgo's funding
commitments. A complete and final business expansion plan is expected in Q1 of 2018.

After reviewing multiple contractor bids, Green Raiteros' headquarter construction is beginning in
Huron, CA. The headquarters will house two Chevy Bolts to be purchased by Valley LEAP, provide 9
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make ready stubs as well as 4 level 2 chargers, and serve as a coordination facility for drivers and
passengers. New site identification is also in process for high speed charging in LeMoore, due to
unforeseen complications at West Hills College.

As planned, Green Raiteros has also worked to identify future funding sources. With a competitive
proposal submitted to the Fresno Transformative Climate Communities, a project administered through
the Strategic Growth Council, the Clean Shared Mobility Network will provide for ten additional
carshare stations, including a minimum of 5 level 2 and level 3 chargers each, and 42 electric vehicles
that will be leveraged to expand existing Green Raiteros' service. This proposal aims to enhance
electrification and shared mobility strategies in Fresno, and will be funded at over $9 million.

A second advisory committee met in January 2018 to review a draft of the Green Raiteros business
plan and created subcommittees to focus on specific areas of business development. The new Green
Raiteros Operations Manager has been fully onboarded and is prepared to lead ongoing coordination
efforts. Ribbon cutting for Green Raiteros is scheduled for April 2018, after which all partners will
engage in ongoing community outreach and education efforts to increase awareness and participation
in this platform, and work toward further EV adoption in Huron.

EACH

The second proposal submitted was Electric Access Charging Hub (EACH) Program. To create EV
access and job opportunities to underserved communities, EVgo will develop seven EV-charging hubs
in low-income communities of the San Francisco Bay Area, Los Angeles, and San Diego. To that end,
EVgo will provide charging depots for carsharing services (i.e., Maven, Zipcar or Carma City Car
Share) in low income areas. The EACH project aims to support EV carsharing, create job opportunities,
provide publicly available EV fast charging, and spur the adoption of electric vehicles in underserved
neighborhoods.

The EACH proposal was approved on February 17, 2017. At that time EVgo initiated the site
development process. Much like with the High Power Charging Plazas, EVgo found that traditional
retail hosts were unable to accommodate the extra parking stalls required to build an EACH site. The
focus has shifted to municipalities, with the intention to build 3 in San Francisco, 3 in Los Angeles and
1 in San Diego.

The utilization of WMDVBE contractors and vendors during the 2017 Reporting Year is shown in the
Table 13 below. Certain categories of equipment are new technologies with limited available suppliers,
in particular, EV chargers and switchgear. Not included are payments to utilities, which are monopoly
providers. Percentages reported below show the percentages with and without the cost of EV chargers
and switchgear.
